In March of 2020, the Covid19 Coronavirus pandemic put everything on hold for schools across the 
nation. The senior year for the Class of 2020 would be like no other in school history.  Sheridan schools 
would not return to the classroom until August of 2020 and only on a limited basis.  All classes were held 
remotely through the end of the school year.  The scramble was on.  Getting computers to all students, 
making sure they got connected, teachers learning how to use online teaching tools and methods.

All sports and extracurricular activities were cancelled.  All social activities were gone.  No prom, no 
yearbook, no in-person graduation, and no saying goodbye to cherished friends.  The excitement of 
senior year was shattered.  It was time to deal with grief, anger, disappointment, and how to learn online.  
It became a time for all seniors to focus on their ultimate goal of graduation.  Remarkably, only five 
seniors would not graduate on time. 
 
With an in-person graduation out of the question.  An all-out effort was made to recognize the seniors with 
Sheridan’s first ever “virtual” graduation. A graduation like no other. 
 
Each member of the class received an “Historical Commemorative Certificate” from the Sheridan 
Historical Society.   “This certificate recognizes the Sheridan High School, Class of 2020 for their 
achievement of graduation during the most historical event in their lifetime and the most significant 
worldwide pandemic in over one hundred years.”  Each certificate contained an embossed gold seal from 
the society.
